A group of 20 community and 
religious leaders participated in the short 
memorial service, including the Anglican 
Archbishop, the Rev. Dr. Paul Kwong, and 
the long-time American warden Roman 
Catholic Priest, Fr. Lancelot Rodrigues. The 
Consul General gave short remarks, the 

assembled group participated in an inter-face Memorial Day litany, taps were played by a trumpeter while 
wreaths were laid, and clergy present led the group in prayers and a blessing.

On March 18, by invitation from the Macao Polytechnic Institute, the 
IRC arranged for Consular Officer Anne Wan and IIE Senior 
Academic Advisor Michelle Mak to conduct a seminar on studying in 
the U.S. About 25 parents and students participated in the seminar.
